Dear Sisters and Brothers:  


This month I have been moved to share a passage of Scripture with you   -   John 17:6-19:

Jesus prays for his disciples:

“I have revealed you to those whom you gave me out of the world.  They were yours; you gave them to me and they have obeyed your word.  Now they know that everything you have given me comes from you.  For I gave them the words you gave me and they accepted them.  They knew with certainty that I came from you and they believed that you sent me.  I pray for them.  I am not praying for the world, but for those you have given me, for they are yours.  All I have is yours, and all you have is mine.  And glory has come to me through them.  I will remain in the world no longer, but they are still in the world, and I am coming to you.  Holy Father, protect them by the power of your name - the name you gave me - so that they may be one as we are one.  While I was with them, I protected them and kept them safe by that name you gave me.  None has been lost except the one doomed to destruction so that Scripture would be fulfilled.

I am coming to you now, but I say these things while I am still in the world, so that they may have the full measure of my joy within them.  I have given them your word and the world has hated them, for they are not of the world any more than I am of the world.  My prayer is not that you take them out of the world but that you protect them from the evil one.  They are not of the world, even as I am not of it.  Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth.  As you sent me into the world, I have sent them into the world.  For them I sanctify myself, that they too may be truly sanctified.”

Jesus prays for all believers:

“My prayer is not for them alone.  I pray also for those who will believe in me through their message, that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in you.  May they also be in us so that the world may believe that you have sent me.  I have given them the glory that you gave me, that they may be one as we are one: I in them and you in me.  May they be brought to complete unity to let theworld know that you sent me and have loved them even as you have loved me.

Father. I want those you have given me to be with me where I am, and to see my glory, the glory you have given me because you loved me before the creation of the world.

Righteous Father, through the world does not know you,  I know you, and they know that you have sent me.  I have made you known to them, and will continue to make you known in order that the love you have for me may be in them, and that I may be in them.”

Grace and peace of Our Lord Jesus Christ be with you.  DeColores!

May the Lord be with you:

Well here we are, right in the midst of the teaming process of Fredericksburg #17 and #18; and Chrysalis #4 is “puttin’ out the steam” as they prepare for their next pilgrimage.  But let’s not forget the Kairos and Epiphany programs that are either in the works or up and running.  Please keep a tuned-in heart, as the Lord will speak to each of us in how we may be a co-laborer in His upcoming weekends.

Someone made a comment to me about a recent statement their pastor inserted into a sermon.  He announced that, “what we need around here are a few good funerals to get things going!”  Now before we get twisted out of joint with this statement, let’s remember what happened in Numbers 13 and 14.  Because of fear, doubt, unbelief and rebellion, the children of Israel were not allowed to enter into an era of God’s blessings.  God waited until that generation of people (ones who refused to go on and let God be God) died off.  Then He was able to lead those that said, “God is able to do exceedingly above all we can imagine or think.” 

(Paraphrase Numbers 14:8, 9.)

This is a true saying, “You can’t move on with God AND stay where you are!”   This was so true for Israel in the wilderness.  God instructed Moses and the people (Exodus 40:36-37) “and when the cloud (God’s glory) was taken up from over the tabernacle, the children of Israel went onward in all their journeys, but if the cloud was not taken up, then they journeyed not, till the day it was taken up.”

God tells us in II Corinthians 3:18, “But we all with open face beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are CHANGED into the same image from GLORY to GLORY, even as by the spirit or the Lord.”

This journey will require a change and growth in us.
