Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The men on Emmaus #23 were soundly blessed — by the Father through His abundant love for us all, with increased understanding of the sacrifice by the Son for all believers, by the Holy Spirit who moved in powerful ways in the hearts of the men during the walk (and since), and by the community of believers who showered everyone with their acts of agape (prayers, food, prayers, letters, prayers, Cha-ing, prayers, attending weekend activities, and prayers).  Thank you all for what you did to make this such a spiritually enriching time.

Women’s Walk #24 is scheduled for May 1-4, and Barbara has worked hard to get this newsletter with the final lists of pilgrims and team to you so that you may address your love notes to them by name.  Please spend the time to handwrite as much as you can.  God loves each of the pilgrims (and us) unconditionally.  You can reflect that unconditional love by sending the same agape to all pilgrims, not just to those whom you know.

Snack agape is being coordinated by Patti Tessier.  If you did not sign up at the last Gathering, please call her at (540) 786-4721 to let her know what you will make.  Store-bought stuff is OK, but home-baked agape sends the special message that somebody loves you.

Without question, prayer was a key ingredient during #23.  Men’s lives were changed because of your prayers.  Pray for the women on #24, too.  Jennifer Tolbert coordinates the 72-hour prayer vigil.  Unfortunately, we didn’t get it to the last Gathering, so there are still many times that may not be covered with prayer.  Please call Jennifer at (703) 680-1318 to let her know when you will be praying.  If her answering machine kicks in, leave your name, phone number, and the date and time you will be praying.

The Day of Deeper Understanding (DDU) will be Saturday, May 10, beginning at 12:00 noon at Lake of the Woods Church.  Somewhere in this newsletter, you will find a map to the church.  Sponsors, please go with your pilgrim to the DDU.  Everyone in the community is invited, especially anyone who has not yet attended one, regardless of where you walked.  Immediately following the DDU (before the Gathering), we will have a pot luck supper.  Weekend Lay Directors of #23 and #24 are coordinating the food.  If you were/are not on either of these walks, please contact Allen King at (540) 786-9707 for what to bring.  Carolyn is still very busy getting ready for #24.  Remember that attendance at a DDU is required to sponsor, team, or fill leadership positions in the community.  The next DDU will be in October after #25 and #26.

Pray about being on a future Fredericksburg Emmaus team.  Number 25 is mid-September, and #26 is in early October.  Dates for #27 and #28 are not yet set although the Weekend Lay Directors (WLDs) for all four teams have been announced. IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT
For those of you who have been blessed at meal times while on your Walk to be served by the Community Chas, I know you will agree with me that it is a special time and a wonderful act of Agape to be served in this manner.

However, there are very strict Health Department regulations that prohibit any person who is not a Kitchen Employee of Camp Easter Seal in the kitchen.  This means anyone!!  We have been advised by Camp Easter Seal that we will lose this privilege of serving meals family style and be required to have each Pilgrim go through a cafeteria line if we continue to breach this rule.  Our boundary is in front of the serving counter just inside the kitchen door.  This is a State Health Department regulation and not just a Camp Easter Seal rule.
Any supplies such as ice, dishes, etc. that we need must be obtained from the Kitchen Staff.  Initially, I was informed after the last Walk that we would no longer be able to serve in this manner; however, they have graciously agreed to give us one more chance.  I have given Devin my personal word that I will make sure everyone knows.  The rest is up to you.  Please be obedient to this policy.  We will not get another chance.

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From the Spiritual Director
In James 4:13-15 we read, “Come now, you who say, today or tomorrow, we shall go to such and such a city, and spend a year there and engage in business and make a profit.  Yet you do not know what your life will be like tomorrow.  You are just a vapor that appears for a little while and then vanishes away.  Instead, you ought to say, ‘If the Lord wills, we shall live and also do this and that.’”

These scriptures clearly illustrate that we are to always seek the Lord’s will on a matter, and this includes His timing — not our own!

We on the Chrysalis Board would have like to seen two Chrysalis weekends this summer.  Even though we proceeded prayerfully to put two weekends together (we even found a new air-conditioned facility in Richmond (thanks to Debbie Devine)), we couldn’t seem to get the commitments we needed.  We realized that if the Lord is not putting it on the hearts of His people, then it is not His timing - and that’s O.K. because God loves us and He’s got a better plan ahead!


What Should I Do?
The Best of Plans Sometime Crash
You planned a special picnic for weeks.  Your plans always pictured a sunny day, but the rain poured on the day of the picnic.  You planned a party — every detail was just right, but something kept all your friends from coming.  The best of plans sometime crash.  So what should I do when that happens?

Have some of your plans gone wrong?  What happened?  What did you do then?  When bad things happen, what do you say?  What should you say?  Psalm 62:8 says, “Trust in Him at all times, O people; pour out your heart before Him; God is a refuge for us.  Selah.”  When should we trust in the Lord?  Should we trust in Him only during good times?  How much should we trust him in the bad times?

We still feel strongly that the Board’s decision to have separate girls and boys weekends is a Godly decision that was very scriptural.  We need to remain sensitive to the Holy Spirit leading us to make decisions according to the scriptures (which he authored), and according to His will — not according to our own human reasoning or based on our human abilities, and have a weekend just to have a weekend.  If we do this, the Lord is not ruly Lord over Emmaus and Chrysalis, and He does not get the glory for it.

The Lord is the master — we are the servants.  The scriptures never teach that the servants are to dream up what they want to do for the Lord...and then just ask Him to “come down and bless it!”


What Should I Do?
When Things Don’t Turn Out Right
You went fishing with a dozen or more lures.  You sent lots of money to get to the best fishing place you could find.  This time you would catch a really big one, but things didn’t turn out quite that way.  Now what?  You plan something big, but it happens little.  You look for something special, but all you find is something ordinary.  What should you do?

When things don’t turn out right, do you grumble or complain?  When things don’t turn out right, do you blame someone else?  When things don’t turn out right, do you pray and ask God to help you?  “Moreover David was greatly distressed because the people spoke of stoning him, for all the people were embittered, each one because of his sons and his daughters.  But David strengthened himself in the Lord his God.” (1Samuel 30:6) When things don’t turn out right, do you thank God they weren’t worse?

So, in this case, as faithful servants of the Lord, we feel He is telling us to wait on His timing.
