Proposed Addendum III to By-Laws
The purpose of this Amendment is to delete the requirement in Article VI, Paragraph C of the By-Laws for The Upper Room Emmaus of the Greater Fredericksburg Area for a Pilgrim Selection Committee composed of the Community Lay Director, Community Spiritual Director, Pilgrim/Team Registration Coordinator, Weekend Lay Director(s), and at-large members as appointed by the Board.  This committee is not required by the Upper Room Handbook on Emmaus, is not needed when sponsorship is done correctly, and, although required in the By-Laws, has not actually been done in the past.  Pilgrim selection will be done by the Pilgrim/Team Registration Coordinator according to detailed selection guidelines provided by the Board.

Article VIII of the By-Laws establishes the requirements for notification of and voting on amendments.  The Board was notified at their regularly scheduled meeting on April 12th and approved unanimously at their regularly scheduled meeting on May 10th.  The Community was notified at the Gathering on May 10th and will vote on the amendment on June 14th.  A 2/3 majority of those attending the Gathering is required to pass the amendment.

Article VI, Paragraph C is amended as follows:

Delete entire paragraph.

Remaining By-Laws remain unchanged.
