From the Lay Director . . .

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

I would like to begin by saying that the Board of Directors had an excellent day of meetings with Cherie Jones at our last meeting.  The purpose of the meetings was to discuss face to face with her the areas that our weekends are different from the Emmaus Handbook.  

Cherie Jones shared with the board her meeting with Eduardo Bonin in Spain.  He developed the first Cursillo weekend.  His vision was to train people to proclaim the gospel.  He spent five years in prayer and study preparing for the first weekend.  

After sharing her experience with Mr. Bonin, Cherie gave us a short presentation on the vision of the Emmaus movement.  She explained that the vision of Emmaus is to strengthen Christian disciples, strengthen congregations, and to Christianize the environment.  She went on to tell us that the way to accomplishing that vision is through:

Fourth Day — reunion groups, gatherings, local church

relations

Sponsorship (wise) — pilgrims already disciples, pilgrims

influential in local congregations, with

an eye toward the vision

Team selection/formation — with an eye toward the

vision, team members are members of

local church

Weekend — expectation to follow manual, quality

assurance

The 2 areas that generated the most discussion were Dying Moments and Agape.  The Board presented our views and opinions on keeping these two phases of the weekend as we have been doing them from the very first Fredericksburg weekend.  Cherie was very gracious and

understanding about our feelings, but she also has to protect the copyright of the Emmaus manual.

She explained to us that by allowing weekends to continue that are not sticking to the manual could result in the Upper Room losing the copyright to the Emmaus Handbook.  Losing that copyright would create the possibility of groups calling themselves Emmaus without having any of the foundation that Emmaus was originally intended to provide.

While we all have our own ideas and special feelings that certain parts of our weekends had on us, I

don't think that any of us would like to see the copyright on this material be jeopardized.

The board will be taking up the issue of implementing the adjustments to our weekends at our next

board meeting.  I would welcome anyone who is interested to attend this meeting.  The board meets at 4 p.m. the day of the gatherings at the site of the gathering.

I am asking that you pray for the board as we tackle these very sensitive issues.  I also ask that we all keep an open mind and heart about these adjustments, let our love for the Lord guide us, and remember that His will is the ultimate goal.

Emmaus Insight. . .
Fredericksburg Emmaus has just completed a very uplifting and constructive meeting with the Director of Emmaus from the Upper Room in Nashville and have been encouraged to make some adjustments in a couple areas of the weekend.  We have been encouraged to add a new area of Agape that we have not understood and overlooked in the past.  This area distinguishes General Agape from Personal Agape.

General Agape
General Agape remains as we have always known it before, that is equal agape for everyone.  General Agape is not just generic, including pieces addressed to Pilgrims by name, but is not personal, or one-on-one, in nature.  It is prepared with a heart of prayer and personal sacrifice! and includes encouragement, edification, celebration, prayer and scriptural references, or whatever the Lord places on your heart.  General Agape is for Pilgrims and Team.  It is delivered three times: Agape Bag (Friday), Friday bed and Saturday bed.

Personal Agape
Personal Agape is one-on-one, non-equal Agape (i.e., it is personal).  IT IS FOR PILGRIMS ONLY.  It is given on Sunday afternoon after the last talk.  Personal Agape is from the spouse, family, sponsor, close friends, and church members.  This agape does not have to be from someone that has walked on Emmaus.  It is the sponsor’s responsibility to contact the spouse and ask for love letters for their pilgrim from family members, friends and the pilgrim’s church.  Ten to twelve pieces are desired.
The purpose of personal agape is to prepare the pilgrim to go home from the weekend.  We want them to know there are church members to support them and family and friends who love them and are waiting for them to return.  While this is individual agape, it is still important that each Pilgrim get Personal Agape and that quantities be similar so that no one feels left out.

As Fredericksburg Emmaus moves into a time of change to grow closer to the National Model, Personal Agape may well become the most important gift the Sponsor can give to their Pilgrim, requiring the most prayer and sensitivity in the manner in which we approach family and friends.

SPONSORS!!  If you are sponsoring a pilgrim on one of the next two walks, please pay close attention to your sponsorship letter when it arrives.  It will more clearly outline your responsibilties.
