Donna was declared legally dead in June so her estate could be probated and the custody of her two sons was given to her mother.

On Monday, October 5, surveyors found a woman’s body in a remote area about 15 minutes from Donna’s home.  With the use of dental records, a forensic dentist was able to positively identify the body as Donna Farr.  I ask that you raise her family in prayer as they deal with the renewed grief and anger over their loss.

May the grace of God fill you with peace.
