From the Lay Director . . .
We have had two wonderful Gatherings at Rehoboth Methodist Church.  Let’s all express our gratitude for the use of their facility and all the work that had to be done by Rehoboth members to make our Gatherings there possible.

I am pleased to announce that 13 Emmaus Board members were present last Saturday to conduct Community business – only 2 absentees!  Your Board was able to conduct the following business:

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
Reviewed and approved both Emmaus #33 and #34 teams as reported by their respective Weekend LDs.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
Reviewed and approved the Team and Pilgrim selection process – subject to the Selection Committee further refining for future walks it’s process for linking husband and wife attendance, and resolving what constitutes receipt of an application when critical information is missing.  The Board also re-affirmed the need for Pastor support for weekend participation of both teamers and Pilgrims.

Approved the motion to accept trusteeship of Chrysalis material assets (subject to an inventory during September 1999) and agreed to establish a Chrysalis Steering Committee to get a Fredericksburg Chrysalis Chapter going again as soon as possible.  The Community Lay Director was tasked to recommend committee members and chairman to the Board in October 1999.

There was discussion by the Board, but no action taken, regarding a third women’s walk, Board job descriptions and assignments, and Board member responsibilities for supporting the upcoming Weekends.

Since I am in my third month of my 12 month tenure as your Community Lay Director, let me share briefly what my areas of focus will be for the remainder of my service year.  First, to work with our SDs, Board, and Community to reflect to the Fredericksburg area churches that Emmaus exists to support them by motivating their lay leaders for Christian service in their local body.  Second, to work with the SDs and Board to document the support processes and tasks that are essential for the conduct of a successful Weekend experience – by the Team, the Board, and the Community.  This effort is well underway with the help of several Board members.  Third, to continue to develop motivation for His work and a sense of community in the Emmaus Body through Gatherings that are an extension of our Weekend experience.  Please let your SDs and Board members know how we are doing serving Him and you in the work of Emmaus.   

How about you?  What can you be doing?  Well, you can Team, sponsor Pilgrims, and you can attend and participate in our Gatherings and Weekend events.  But most important, you need to reflect the Emmaus experience in your church life and in your grace life.  Remember, God’s mercy is freely given to you, your discipleship is freely given to God.  Life in Grace.  Get a life.  Get a grace life!

A Note from Angel . . .
Dear Community

Bless the Lord, O my soul, O Lord my God, thou art very great; thou art clothed with honour and majesty. Hallelujah!

Forgive me for not writing last month but praise the Lord, that gave us time to meditate more on our opportunities to Bless.  Amen!

Although rare today, when a man would go to a woman asking her to marry him, he would on bended knee present himself to her with his request. When someone would go before a king, they would bow before him, or again on bended knee present themselves to be heard.   These are examples of "Bless."  One presents themselves fully yielded to the one whom they want to be accepted by.  Guess what?  Jesus did this to you!  God sent Him,

His only Son, to walk this earth as a man and Jesus came and served us and through his examples began teaching us.  When he hung on that cross, it was as if His final words were: "Here I am, for you, will you accept me?"  Of course, He was saying this all along but it is at that cross where we each make a decision and it is a place of Bless.  He laid His own life down, not just bowing before us, not just on bended knee, but laid His LIFE down, saying I give it for you.  Now, in this place of Bless, what will you choose to do.  Will you come before Him, on bended knee presenting yourself fully to Him?  Think about this.

In 1 Samuel 1 & 2, we can read about a woman named Hannah.  She could not have children and came to a point where she wanted a child so badly, she knew God could give her one.  What did she do?  She set herself down

before Him, making her petition before Him and also Blessing Him by dedicating herself and this child (not even in her womb yet) to the Lord.  Not only was her petition granted but she also followed through with what she had said to the Lord.  Awesome!

This is somewhat the same, when we choose to team.  We seek the Lord, then commit to Him all of who we are, to this work (an unborn child) and follow through with this work to the end.  Remember that when we bless the Lord, we are blessing all who are a part.  To Bless takes two sides:  the giver of bless and the receiver of bless.  If we are the giver then we give our best.  If we are the receiver, we receive with open arms. God takes care of the rest.

Back to the man presenting himself asking the woman to marry him.  He gives all of who he is, to bless.  The woman receiving, does so with open arms and knowing that it may not be easy all of the time.  There will be good times and rough times.  The act of Bless brings them together and in remembering to keep this place of Bless available, they can draw closer to one another and to God enduring whatever comes their way.

Can we ponder these things?  Consider our place of Bless, giver or receiver, in every area of our lives enduring the rough times and rejoicing in the good times?  Can we trust God to take care of the rest? On bended knee I present myself to God proclaiming: Bless the Lord, O my soul, and all that is within me, Bless His Holy name.  Amen!
