From the Lay Director . . .
Holiday & Millennium Greetings to the Emmaus Community!

By the time you read this, we will have experienced the Joys and Excitement of Christmas in one Millennium and New Year’s Day in another.  With God’s help we will have all survived with our souls and our computers intact!

Over the last few weeks I have been speaking with potential Weekend Lay Directors (WLDs) for the second Women’s Spring 00 Walk, the Men’s & Women’s Fall 00 Walks, and the Men’s & Women’s Spring 01 Walks.  Candidates for WLD are selected by a rigorous process.  First a WLD Selection Committee is formed consisting of your Community Spiritual Director, Community Lay Director, last Men’s WLD, last Women’s WLD, and two at large members approved by the Community Board.  

The WLD Selection Committee is provided a complete list of eligible candidates based upon service on Weekends and experience as ALDs.  The Selection Committee must consider all candidates, eliminating those who are not attending, not affiliated with an established church, or are in life experiences that inhibit their ability to lead.  Qualified candidates are rank ordered by secret ballot, and the result tallied and presented to the Community Board.  The Board has the opportunity to accept the recommendations of the Selection Committee or redo the selection process as a Board.  Once qualified WLD candidates and their rank order have been approved by the Board, the Community Lay Director issues a call for Service for each weekend in the approved rank order.

As you can see, every effort is made to insure that the Lord’s will for each WLD is Spiritually discerned by sincere men and women earnestly seeking to do their best for Him and His Emmaus Community.  I am pleased to say that the WLD positions for three of the walks (Women’s Spring 00, Men & Women’s Fall 00) have been filled.  Calls for service have been issued for the last two Walks in Spring 01 and are being prayed about as I write this.  In each case, candidates were asked to consult with their Pastors to insure they approve of the commitment being made.

I share all this with you in order that you might appreciate the process and be assured that your WLDs are qualified to serve and that their work will be blessed by Him.  Now each of you need to pray about YOUR call to Service – Teaming, Sponsoring, CHAing, and supporting each Weekend with your Agape and participation at Candlelight and Closing.  Don’t forget Grouping.

At the December Community Board meeting, Barbara Simpson was approved as the newest Board member replacing Susan Perkins, who has resigned.  Barbara will serve at least until July and stand for election as a regular Board member in May.  Welcome Barbara!

Also in December, the Board voted to return to official meetings monthly on the Saturday of our Gatherings.  Our short lived experiment with Thursday night just didn’t work out.

Please turn in your Team and Pilgrim applications for our Spring 00 walks ASAP!  Men’s Walk WLD Wes Pryce (March 16-19), Women’s extra Spring Walk WLD Pat Weinhardt (March 30-April 2), and Women’s regular Spring  Walk WLD Barbara Simpson (May 4-7).  YES the Women’s Walk dates have been switched!

I look forward to seeing each and every one of you at the New Millennium Gathering on January 8, 2000, at Peace United Methodist church.  Come early for fellowship.
