From the Lay Director . . .

Did you serve, did you pray, did you wave, did you celebrate at Closing?  I hope so.  Gone but never forgotten – Emmaus #35.

I had the opportunity on # 35 to be a Table Leader for the first time since Emmaus #19 – four years!  Cadre and WLD are wonderful service opportunities, but sacrificial compared to being a table leader.  I got to know Doug, Steve, Ron, Mike, and Raymond in a special way and it touched my heart.  Together we experienced all the joys and surprises of the weekend – we laughed together and cried together as we shared singing, prayer, table chapel, and all the special times that have to be lived to know.  The whole weekend I was smiling inside because I knew “it just gets better and better.”  

One experience I wish I could share with the whole Community but cannot is Sponsor’s Hour.  During Sponsor’s Hour the Community Spiritual Director, Lay Director, and Assistant Lay Director get to pray with each sponsor over every Pilgrim’s cross – we get to pray for every Pilgrim with their Sponsor.  If you ever get the opportunity to serve as Community Lay Director or Assistant Lay Director, do it if only for the opportunity to pray with the Pilgrim Sponsors.  What a privilege to carry each Pilgrim to God in prayer!  

We have the Women’s Emmaus Weekends #36 and #37 coming up March 30 – April 2 and May 4 – May 7.  Please support these weekends with prayer for the Pilgrims, and ask yourselves constantly, “Am I doing all I can to support the Teams and the Pilgrims?”  Pray, Sponsor, Cha, send Agape, attend Candlelight & Closing.  Be obedient to God’s command to Agape:  “If you Agape me, obey my commands,” which are, “Agape God and Agape your neighbor.”  All the law and the prophets rest on these commands.  

Make every effort to attend the upcoming Gathering on April 8 at First Christian Church on historic Washington Avenue.  The Pilgrims from Men’s Walk #35 and Women’s Walk #36 will be presented to the Community. A Note from Angel. . .
Hello Brothers and Sisters

                              He knows‑Psalm 139

     As we continue to examine ourselves, and to discover more about Worship as an intimate relationship with our Heavenly Father, my prayer is that as you draw near to Him and learn of Him, that you, too, will desire to instruct others and do so without the attitude of having to do a work for the Lord.  My prayer is that the intimacy that you find in your relationship with the Father be so real, so natural, as is your breathing that you will become an example without effort because your relationship is real.  Others will see the reflection of Him in and through you.

     When we marry the one we love, we get closer and closer to them.  We begin to imitate things that they do.  We force ourselves to enjoy what they enjoy just to be together, and somewhere along the way, we find ourselves enjoying doing those things.  We may be different but we are learning to become one, to be like minded.  (Consider Philippians 2:1‑5, Hebrews 8:10, 1 Peter 3:8)     Think about it.

     After a couple has been married for a while, one might say or hear a comment such as, "Look at them, they are so alike.  It is almost like they are brother and sister..."  We marry and we become as one with our spouse but really we are very different individuals coming together as one.  We can pick at our differences and find fault with one another OR we can accept one another and our differences and spend time together, grow together and then become united even in our differences.

     God loves YOU!  Before you even formed in your mother’s womb, He knew you.  He loved you before you ever even thought about loving Him.  He waited patiently for you to come to Him, and then for you to get to about Him, and He watched as you started sharing Him with those who are close to you.  He knew you were drawing nearer when you began to bless Him, give to Him, do for Him... not because you felt like you owed Him anything but because you wanted to give Him something.  You wanted to Bless Him, draw near to Him...  and guess what, He knew and would draw even nearer to you.  Our Heavenly Father knows if we are giving Him lip service and He knows if we are giving Him our hearts.  He knows us...  Me!  And You!   Can you imagine how pleased He was when we made that decision to really have a personal relationship with Him?  Maybe walking and talking with Him daily, drawing nearer and nearer.  As He reveals things to us, our lives change without our even really noticing.  Then, one day, someone says to you, "Something is very different in you."  

     Yes!  You are changed because of a love relationship.  You look and act like whom you are having a relationship with.  Consider Jesus' prayer in John 17.

     Are you married?  Ever been married?  Do you know any married couples?  Tell me, can you usually tell if there is trouble in their relationship?  Can you tell when the relationship is strong?  Maybe, there is little revealed from the relationship...  maybe, there is much revealed.  Most of the time, we look and we comment on other relationships.  You may say, "not me."  But I say, "Yes, you, and me."  

Here are some examples: 

"Oh, they are such a cute couple."

"Those two fight all the time."

“She is so responsible, but I wish he would grow up."

"He would give her the world..."

"I don't even know why they are together.  They are

from two different worlds."  

"If we had what they have then..."                                       "Look at them, they are so in love."

Relationships were created to continually grow and continually give.  How we, you and I, feel about a relationship is revealed to any and every onlooker.  It is just a part of life.  I could tell you anything but watch you observe of me tells the story of whether I treat relationship

as the world teaches or as the Word teaches.  Our relationships with people reveal our relationship with God.  So many of us wear the bracelet that says "WWJD."  Tell me, no, examine yourself and your relationship with people in comparison with God.  Is it two‑sided and giving?  Is it a Gimme‑ Gimme Relationship?  Maybe it is I am here and I know you are here, that's good enough?  Is it an intimate (not just sexual) love relationship?  This is something we each can only ask ourselves, then choose to correct, enhance, or do nothing about.  I wonder if we really think about what it means in the Word to repent and to forgive.  This is a hard thing to look at, but I suppose that is why so many people choose to sit at the cross where they met Jesus and never do anything more.  So, where are you?  At the Cross?  At a place of Praise?  Bless?  Worship?  May you draw nearer than ever to the Father this month!
