Obtain Personal Agape from relatives and close friends (6-10 letters).

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
Pray during the Weekend.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
Escort the Pilgrim to the 1st Gathering after the Weekend.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
Escort the Pilgrim to the 1st DDU after the Weekend.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
Maintain contact and nurture your Pilgrim as they re-enter their home church environment.

These Sponsor responsibilities are serious, purposeful, and yield much good. 

I look forward to seeing each and every one of you, our Fredericksburg Emmaus Community, during some part of the upcoming Women’s Weekend #37 and at the DDU and Gathering that follow shortly after.

Why are you involved in Emmaus?

In my experience, Emmaus has added a whole dimension of joy to my faith walk that had not regularly been a part of my church experience.  I think that being a Christian is fun.  One of my favorite movies is “Michael,” starring John Travolta, in which he states, “you gotta laugh - it’s the way to true love.” Lay and clergy alike get to have fun with Emmaus, you get to laugh a lot.
As a Pastor, where do you see Emmaus helping your local church?

I went on my pilgrim walk in September of 1990, at which time I was serving as pastor of Farmville UMC.  Before I moved in 1997, about 100 members of the church had been on either a Walk to Emmaus, Youth Chrysalis, or Young Adult Chrysalis weekend.  I believe that it revitalized the local church in all areas.  Folks learned you could have fun at church, stewardship increased, more folks sought out bible study, covenant discipleship groups were started, a renewal of prayer and witnessing emerged.

I honestly believe that Emmaus offers a model for what the church should be.  Lay people serve as the administrators, leaders and servants.  Pastors get to do the specific work they are trained for – preaching, worship leadership, and spiritual direction.  That is a model that every local church would do well to foster.

Emmaus is the most powerful tool for renewal within the church that I have witnessed during my twenty-two years as a pastor.  It has done more for me personally as a Christian and more for the local churches that I have served than any other single event.  In my view, Emmaus contains the enduing quality of love that St. Paul described in his 1 Corinthians 13 chapter on love.  Emmaus embodies the love of God in a specific, concrete, tangible way that allows us to learn our roles in being the Body of Christ for today’s world.

A Note from Angel. . .
Hello Community!

I pray all is well with everyone and that your relationship with the Father is growing beautifully.  I have been sharing about having an intimate relationship with our Heavenly Father, about examining ourselves in where we are with Him.  Are we in a place of "Praise"... "Bless"... maybe a place of "Worship?"  We can only examine ourselves and be honest.  It is not up to anyone else to examine us in our relationship with God except ourselves.  In comparing our relationship with God to a relationship with a spouse, we need to realize that intimacy does not always come easy so in the next couple of months I want to be sharing about this thought.  I am not asking anyone to agree with me, but to pray, to seek the Father with a true heart and find out where you are with Him.  My desire is that you truly know Him, that you continually draw nearer to Him, that you and I not be one of those Christians that says a whole lot of Christian stuff but are doers/believers, that one day we each will stand before the Father and be able to hear Him say, "Well done, my good and faithful servant."  My prayer is that none of you would be one whom He says, "I never knew you."  Again this month, I ask that we each examine ourselves.   Not our friends.   Not our family.  Not our pastor.  To truly have an intimate relationship with God, we must examine ourselves.  I ask that we all put ourselves into this story scenario and let's see what God will reveal to us about ourselves.

One day, I woke early in the morning to watch the sunrise.  Ah the beauty of God's creation is beyond description. As I watched, I praised God for His beautiful work. As I sat there, I felt the Lord's presence with me.

He asked me, "Do you love me?"  I answered, "Of course, God!  You are my Lord and Savior!"

Then He asked, "If you were physically handicapped, would you still love me?"  I was perplexed.  I looked down upon my arms, legs and the rest of my body and wondered how many things I wouldn't be able to do, the things that I took for granted.   And I answered, "It would be tough Lord, but I would still love You."

Then the Lord said,  "If you were blind, would you still love my creation?" How could I love something without being able to see it?  Then I thought of all the blind people in the world and how many of them still loved  God and  His creation.  So I answered, "It's hard to think of it, but I would still love you."

The Lord then asked me, "If you were deaf, would you still listen to my word?"  How could I listen to anything being deaf?  Then I understood.  Listening to God's Word is not merely using our ears, but our hearts.  I answered,  "It would be tough, but I would still listen to Your word."

The Lord then asked, "If you were mute, would you still praise My Name?"  How could I praise without a voice?  Then it occurred to me; God wants us to sing from our very heart and soul.  It never matters what we sound like.   And praising God is not always with a song, but when we are  persecuted, we give God praise with our words of thanks.  So I answered,   "Though I could not physically sing, I would still praise Your Name."

And the Lord asked, "Do you really love Me?"   With courage and a strong conviction, I answered boldly " Yes Lord!  I love You because You are the one and true God!"  I thought I had answered well, but... 

God asked, "THEN WHY DO YOU SIN?" I answered, "Because I am only human.  I am not perfect."  "THEN WHY IN TIMES OF PEACE DO YOU STRAY THE FURTHEST?    WHY ONLY IN TIMES OF TROUBLE DO YOU PRAY THE EARNEST?"  No answers.  Only tears.

The Lord continued; "Why only sing at fellowships and retreats?  "Why seek Me only in times of worship? "Why ask things so selfishly? "Why ask things so unfaithfully?"  The tears continued to roll down my cheeks.  "Why are you ashamed of Me?"  "Why are you not spreading the good news?"  "Why in times of persecution, you cry to others when I offer My shoulder to cry on?"  "Why make excuses when I give you opportunities to serve in My Name?"

I tried to answer, but there was no answer to give.  "You are blessed with life.  I made you not to throw this gift away.  I

have blessed you with talents to serve Me, but you  continue to turn away.  I have revealed My Word to you, but you do not gain in knowledge.  I  have spoken to you but your ears were closed.  I have shown My blessings to you, but your eyes were turned away.  I have sent you servants, but you sat idly by as they were pushed away.  I have heard your prayers and I have answered them all."

"DO YOU TRULY LOVE ME ?"

I could not answer. How could I? I was embarrassed beyond belief. I had no excuse.  What could I say to this?  When my heart had cried out and the tears had flowed, I said, "Please forgive me Lord.  I am unworthy to be Your child."  The Lord answered, "That is My Grace, My Child." I asked, "Then why do you continue to forgive me?   Why do You love me so?"

The Lord answered,  " Because you are My Creation.  You are my Child.  I will never abandon you. When you cry, I will have compassion and cry with you. When you shout with joy, I will laugh with you.  When you are down, I will encourage you. When you fall, I will raise you up.  When you are tired, I will carry you. I will be with you till the end of days, and I will love you forever."

Never had I cried so hard before.   How could I have been so cold?  How could I have hurt God as I had done?  I asked God,  "How much do You love me?"  The Lord stretched out His arms, and I saw His nail‑pierced hands.  I bowed down at the feet of Christ, my Savior.  And for the first time, I truly prayed.

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Agape
Agape given on Friday and Saturday is the same for everyone, but shows up as a gift for each person,  reflecting the fact that God loves us all the same, but cares for each of us individually.  Please make agape for each of the thirty‑six pilgrims.  Our community has a long held tradition of encouraging the members of the community to write agape letters to each and every Pilgrim on a Walk.  These letters are a form of general agape.  Any of the agape given on Friday or Saturday may be "personalized"‑‑the name of the each pilgrim may be written on their agape.  A list of names will appear in the newsletter for this purpose.  Prayer is also a form of agape use the list in the newsletter to pray for all of the pilgrims.  Unavoidable last minute changes or errors may cause a pilgrim's name to be omitted from the newsletter.  If you send "personalized" agape, please send a few extra ones

without names.

Personal agape letters are given to the pilgrims on Sunday prior to closing. It is the sponsor's responsibility to gather these letters.  If you write an individual letter for a pilgrim that you know, please write "Sunday personal" on the outside of the envelope and if all possible give it to the sponsor.  The sponsor should try to limit the number of letters to 8‑10.  If the sponsor has more letters, the extra letters can be given to the pilgrim after the walk.  To help the team as they sort the agape please clearly identify personal agape with the following:

1.  complete name of the pilgrim (not Mom or Dad);

2.  the words Sunday personal in the lower left hand corner of the envelope;

3.  the relation to the pilgrim for example spouse, family, church family, friend.

The most important agape you can give is your prayers.  Pray for each week‑end, the pilgrims and their relationship to God and the members of the

team as they serve.
