From the Lay Director . . .
I greet you in the name of Jesus Christ our risen Savior.  I want to first introduce myself. I’m Ken Roark, God’s servant and your Community Lay Director (CLD).  I walked on Fredericksburg Emmaus #13 in November of 1994.  I sat at the table of Paul and go to Wright’s Chapel UMC in Ladysmith Virginia.  I have teamed on several walks and had the blessing of being the Weekend Lay Director (WLD) on #33. Hi Community

Its been a few months since I have written and I ask your forgiveness. It seems this has been my time of enduring and persevering trials, one being that I severely cut my right hand.  Praise God it has finally returned to normal.  The happenings in my life have also opened up doors so I could practice what I preach even more so now than ever. In my last writing I shared with you about worship in comparison to a relationship between a man and woman, intimacy. I recently received the following  e‑mail and thought it would fit right into the theme of worship:

     "When I meditated on the word guidance, I kept seeing "dance" at the end of the word.  I remember reading that doing God's will is a lot like dancing.

     When two people try to lead, nothing feels right.  The movement doesn't flow with the music, and everything is quite uncomfortable and jerky.  When one person relaxes and lets the other lead, both bodies begin to flow with the music.  One gives gentle cues, perhaps with a nudge to the back or by pressing lightly in one direction or another.

     It's as if two become one body, moving  beautifully.  The dance takes surrender, willingness, and attentiveness from one person and gentle guidance and skill from the other.

     My eyes drew back to the word guidance.  When I saw "G," I thought of God, followed by "U" and "I."  God, "U" and "I" dance. God, you and I dance.

     This statement is what guidance means to me.  As I lowered my head, I became willing to trust that I would get guidance about my life.  Once again, I became willing to let God lead.    (Author Unknown)  "

     Can you imagine yourself as King David dancing before the Lord?  Onlookers may not understand but you and God will.  May you draw even nearer to God, allowing Him to lead, and draw near to you.  Have a wonderful month.
