EMMAUS DEVOTION 

December 2000 Gathering

The Emmaus experience is intended to renew the faith of Christian people – that’s YOU.  And through YOU renew the faith of your family, your congregation, and the world in which YOU live. From Scripture, we know “faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ.”  Roman 10:17  Emmaus is a combined effort of laity and clergy to touch the faith lives of individuals through the word of Christ in action, in order that they in turn might touch the faith lives of those around them.

Having been touched by the loving hand of God through Emmaus, each of us now have both the opportunity and the responsibility to become more active disciples of Christ in the world - individually and through the body of Christ – His church.  As an individual, Paul said this to the Ephesian elders, “(I declare to you today that I am innocent of the blood of all men.  For I have not hesitated to proclaim to you the whole will of God(” Acts 20:26,27  Each of us should pray that we might be “innocent of the blood of all men(” for we have not hesitated to proclaim “the whole will of God” to those around us. 

Regarding the body of Christ, Paul encourages us all to become “fellow citizens with God’s people and members of God’s household( with Christ Jesus himself as the chief cornerstone” because, “in Him you too are being built together to become a dwelling in which God lives by His Spirit.”  Ephesians 2:19,20,22   Each of us should pray that as members of God’s household we might indeed “become a dwelling in which God lives by His Spirit.”  

Each of us is indwelled by the Holy Spirit from whom we receive special and miraculous gifts.  For example, “It was He who gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to be pastors and teachers"(for a purpose(”to prepare God’s people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach unity in the faith(”  Ephesians 4:11,12  Each of us should pray that whether we are gifted to prepare or to serve, the body of Christ may, as a result, be built up in order that all might reach unity in faith(that not one be lost(to the glory of God.  

Lastly, let us lift up the treasure of Emmaus – Life in Grace.  Life in Grace is a partnership with God.  Unmerited favor freely given by God, discipleship freely given by man – Life in Grace.  A life of piety, study, and action lived in response to God’s unmerited favor freely given.  Those living a Life in Grace together are the literal body of Christ in whom He dwells and through whom He works.  Each of us should pray that the treasure of Emmaus – Life in Grace – might be ours(that together we might be lifted up by God before “the rulers and authorities in the heavenly realms, according to His eternal purpose which He accomplished in Christ Jesus our Lord.” Ephesians 3:10,11  

Let us pray together( that we might be “innocent of the blood of all men(” for we have not hesitated to proclaim “the whole will of God” to those around us.  Let us pray that as members of God’s household, the body of Christ, we might indeed “become a dwelling in which God lives by His Spirit.”  Let us pray that whether we are gifted to prepare or to serve, the body of Christ may, as a result, be built up in order that all might reach unity in faith(that not one be lost(to the glory of God.  Let us pray that the treasure of Emmaus – Life in Grace – might be ours(that together we might be lifted up by God before “the rulers and authorities in the heavenly realms, according to His eternal purpose which He accomplished in Christ Jesus our Lord.”
