From the Lay Director . . .
De Colores, your Community Lay Director greets you in the name of Our Risen Savior, Jesus Christ.  I pray that this letter finds you well and searching for a closer relationship with our Lord.

It has been a busy year already with one Chrysalis Flight giving praise and glory to the Lord.  Fourteen young men now find their walk with Christ Jesus closer that ever before.  It was with the out pouring of love that makes it all happen.  All the food agape that was given, the letters and cards to each caterpillar.  It all has a special time and place in the weekend.  But remember it takes a lot more food to feed those teenagers.  

I remember on my weekend how that out pouring of love and how it effected me.  How when I read how God loved me, yes me just the way I was, how it turned my cold heart into a warm loving heart, it was just awesome.  That out pouring of love just kept coming.  

Well since then, back on thirteen, we as a community have started following the model that is set forth by The Upper Room Emmaus on Nashville, Tenn., and added the personal agape on Sunday afternoon for the pilgrims.  This is special letters from family and loved ones to help bring the pilgrims back into the world they have been able to leave for three days.  

As I have participated in many walks I would like to offer some reminders about agape.  Agape is for everyone on the weekend, pilgrims and team.  Agape is given on Friday afternoon, Friday night bed, and Saturday night bed for team and pilgrims and Sunday afternoon for pilgrims only.  Sunday is for that special personal agape and should be marked personal and from whom, i.e. mom, dad, daughter, son, brother, sister, or friend. 

All pilgrims should receive the same thing.  If you make something for one pilgrim you should make one for all the pilgrims.  This creates an atmosphere of all are being loved equal, Just like Jesus did.  If you have full sheets fold them so it is easer to put in the agape bag.  If you make something that can tangle easily together, then separate it and put it an envelope so it can be sorted easily.  If you put pilgrims names on each item make sure they are in alphabetical order and separate pilgrims and team  This speeds up the process of sorting by the team and Chas with less chance of it getting to the wrong person.
If you have presents for a pilgrim these should be given on the way home or at a latter time.  Unless you have one for everyone.

As you prepare your agape, pray for the team and pilgrims.  Pray that God will guide the team’s heart to do His will on the weekend and be available for the pilgrims that God put them there for.  Pray for the pilgrims that God will prepare them to receive the message of the weekend and grow closer to Him.  Pray continuously for each other that God’s work and will may be done through us all.
