From the Lay Director . . .

As our guidelines always states that we do not single out servants that do special things and give them recognition, we are a team that serves the Lord and HE knows what we have done. While I was grouping a week or so ago, the Lord brought us to 3 John and then gave us a new understanding or maybe better yet a good reminder of what we should do and what we should not be like. May we serve together often.

Dear Brothers and Sisters-in-Christ,

 
Have I ever told you just how much I love animals? In several stories, I have mentioned how much I loved my dogs. I would spend countless hours giving rides to Kinker (unknown breed) in my little red wagon, wrestling with King (a German Shepherd), and playing ball with Snoopy (a Cocker Spaniel). I would often find other animals when I played in the nearby woods and bring them home, not knowing how I would care for them. 

One night, I was driving my dad's car near my home, and I noticed something lifelike lying in the middle of the road. I stopped the car leaving the headlights shining brightly as I got out and went to investigate. It was a tiny baby opossum! I ran back to the car, pulled out a small box lid, and went back to scoop it up. The baby had only a small layer of gray hair, moving slowly, as if it had just been born. I looked around to see if I could find the mother, and there she was lying on her side on the shoulder of the road as if a careless driver had stuck her. Sadly, I placed the baby carefully in the box top that I placed in the floor of the car and drove away. 

I was upset by the accident, but excited with my discovery. I began to make plans to care for the baby opossum. I would line a little box, perhaps a cigar box, with mom's sewing scraps, and I would feed it with a medicine dropper until it grew larger and healthier. All of a sudden, I remembered how opossums would fake death when faced by danger. I was encouraged by the idea, but then I began to worry about the mother opossum looking frantically for her baby. 

In chapter 15, Luke wrote of Jesus sharing a parable about losing one sheep from a flock of a hundred, and how the Shepherd would leave his flock until he found the lost sheep. When he found the lost sheep, he would joyfully place it across his shoulder and carry it back to the fold. There would be rejoicing, as he would spread the good news about finding his lost sheep. 

I quickly turned the car around and drove to the place where I had found the baby. There in the road, running from side-to-side with the remainder of her children on her back, was mama opossum frantically searching for her lost baby. I returned the lost one to the side of the road. Momma opossum quickly ran over, placed her nose under her baby, and tossed him safely onto her back. She then ran swiftly off into the woods. I'm sure mama opossum and all of the siblings celebrated the return of the baby opossum. 

I believe this story as in Jesus' parable, reminds us just how much God loves us. He never gives up on us. He never stops pursuing us until we have found faith in Him and receive His loving grace. May you find comfort in knowing God, your Loving Father will never leave you. His love is everlasting.
