From the Lay Director . . .
“Neglect not the gift that is within thee.”

I Timothy 4:14
The request was a strange one, “Come and see my garage, the man said.”  Not wanting to offend the man they had just met in a class they were teaching at church, they went to his house.  Once there, they were asked to sit in two lawn chairs in front of a closed garage door.  There the man stood in his driveway and proceeded to tell them his life story.   He was 80 years old and he had lived his entire life without  a relationship with God and away from the church.  His wife and her church had never stopped praying for him and finally had reached some place deep in his soul.  He agreed to attend an Emmaus weekend and it was there that he felt the love of God in a way that he had never had before.

He came home from his Emmaus weekend and thought about the question put to him on Sunday afternoon - “What do you plan to do with what you received this weekend?”  In answer to that question, he went out into his town and began to dig in the local dumpsters!  He started there, he stated, because as he reviewed his life he concluded that it had been spent in a dumpster and not in service to God.  What he found in the dumpsters was wood that he reclaimed and took home to his garage.  There he cleaned off his wood working equipment that he hadn’t used in many years and began to work.

At this point he finally raised the garage door and showed Evelyn and Bill Laycock what it was that he now spent his days doing.  To their surprise, they saw a garage filled with wooden crosses and wooden butterflies.  Every pilgrim who attends an Emmaus walk in the Alabama/North Florida Methodist Conference now receives a cross made by this man.  He also discovered that the butterfly is the symbol for Chrysalis and he makes beautiful, intricate butterflies to be given to each youth attending the local Chrysalis weekend.

He told Evelyn and Bill that he is having the time of his life and hopes to live to be 120 so he can continue blessing others and returning some of the love that he received on his Emmaus walk.  His joy was complete - he had found his ministry to others.   

How have you answered that Sunday question, my friends?  Have you, like the man in this story, found where God is calling you into ministry?  Have you taken the time to discover where your God-given gifts are and prayed to be shown where to use them?  Where is your passion and your joy?  I believe when we take the time to ask the question, pray for an answer, take a good look at what our spiritual gifts are and what we can do with those gifts - we will find that same wonderful joy that an 80 year old man in Florida has found.  That’s my prayer for you this month - that you know the ministry that God calls you to - and that in that ministry you are filled with the same love you experienced on your Emmaus walk.

Dear Children of the God,

Ding, Ding, Ding   It’s 3:15 PM at the elementary school and I get to go home.  Yea!  I wait for my third grade teacher, Mrs. Robertson, to dismiss me, and when she finally nods her head, I grab my spelling book and head for the door.  She says,  Walk, don’t run.   I slow for a moment as I make way down the long hallway for the side exit.  The janitor has already started tossing a stinky green substance on the tile floor in preparation for cleaning.  I noticed he has a few of those great rolls like we had for lunch, lying on top of his utility cart.

I mash the brass door bar in and at the same time give it a great push.  I’m off like a horse beginning a race.  I soon have to stop as the safety patrol waits for all of us to arrive at the corner before he stops traffic.  It didn’t take long to cross the street before my feet hit the opposite curb.  I hear someone yelling my name.  As I turn, I remember my little sister.  I stop so she can catch up to me.  She says,  I’m going to tell mom, because you know she told you to wait for me.   I look away from her and sigh,  Oh brother.   She then says in her own little bratty way,  Step on the cracks and you will break the devil’s back.   So here we are, jumping from crack to crack, making sure to hit all of the cracks. We finally stop stomping all of the cracks because we figure the devil has probably had enough.  We slowly walk by a lady that is on her hands and knees digging with a spade in her flower bed.  She’s wearing this funny green hat with a pink flowery print with gloves to match.  She calls to both of us by name and asks us how our mom is.  We both answer together,  fine  as we kneel down to pet her Irish Setter.

We cross the street and pass by the post office and wave to a man that works for our father, as he comes out of the post office.  He reminds us to be careful when we cross the street.   We pass by the funeral home, and the hardware store, as we start down Main Street.  I say hello to Dr. Freeman.  (He’s a pretty nice doctor, but I never understood why he wears his pants all the way to his chest.  He looks a lot like Urkel on the TV sitcom.)  He came to my home late one night.  I had been his patient before I was admitted into the hospital to have my tonsils taken out.  I was in my bed asleep when mom woke me up and led me to the living room.  There was Dr. Freeman with a toy stuffed monkey in his hand for me.  It was fuzzy, black and yellow with a banana in one hand and a rubber face with a puckered mouth.  I thought it was a wonderful present because I thought monkeys were cool.  He said he always gave presents to his best little patients.  My sister was standing behind me with her thumb in mouth and sad eyes as he presented me with this gift.

The Doctor noticed my sister and excused himself for a moment.  He went back to car and returned with a second toy monkey and gave it to my sister.  Her face lit up with a silly little smile as she snatched the gift and ran behind our father.  She held on to the back of  dad’s leg with one hand while her other hand gripped tightly to her newest stuffed animal as she peered out.  

The second monkey was originally supposed to go to my cousin, who had also had his tonsils taken out.  Even as my cousin and I became teenagers, he reminded me that monkey was meant for him and all he received was a dumb old teddy bear.

It’s hard to go by the drug store with out stopping.  We go inside, and Mildred, the lady that works behind the soda fountain, says hello.  I purchase two pieces of Double Bubble, bubble gum, and we’re chewing on our way out of the store.  We see the man that runs the movie theater and smile.  He says hello and asks when we’re coming to the movie.  He mentions he has a new cartoon to be shown before the movie.

We cross the street again and make a bee line for the 5 and 10¢ store.  We must have driven those people crazy as we checked out all of the penny candy, bubble gum cards, and toys.  After careful consideration, we leave with a pair of red waxed lips and some Nip-Sips.  You can t be too careful when it comes to selecting just the right candy.

The next stop is our dad’s service station.  He’s filling the soda machine and offers us both a cold Pepsi.  We’re back on our way home again, crossing over the railroad bridge, and stopping just long enough to stare down at the tops of the railcars.  We pass by the flour mill and we’re back in a residential section of town.  Mr. Wingold says hey to us as he loads pipe onto his plumbing truck.

We turned right at the Christian Church, where we attended Sunday school, onto our street and walked the last couple of blocks.  King, our dog, runs up to meet us and licks our faces.  Once inside our home, mom asks,  What took you so long to get home from School?   We responded,  I dun know.   Mom then tells us she fixed dewberry dumplings for dessert tonight and to run out and play.  She stopped us for only a second to ask if we had homework.

We head for the woods across the street and begin to throw stones into the creek.  There was something that looked like a bug or maybe a frog in the water, so we decided to protect the world from it.  Soon we heard our call for supper and ran towards the back door.  Mom had made our favorite: macaroni & cheese.   

 Life as a child can be full of innocence, never worrying about dangers or troubles of this world.  I am reminded of Mark 10:14b-16: “Let the Children come to me, (said Jesus), and do not hinder them, for the Kingdom of God belongs to such as these.  I tell you the truth, anyone who will not receive the Kingdom of God like a little child will never enter it.”  And He took the children in His arms and blessed them.

Why can’t we as adults be as trusting as we were when we were little children?  All we needed then was a loving smile and a gentle touch from someone who cared.  We are all believers, and we know God loves us unconditionally and watches over us day and night, right?

Perhaps, we could try something different.  Let’s try forgetting our problems and fears for at least one hour a day and spend that time doing something blameless.  Maybe we could remember a time when we ran and played with sheer faith.  We could take this time to sit under a tree and marvel at God’s creation, walk barefoot in the grass, lie on our backs and stare up at the clouds as we imagine angels in their shapes, or play a game with a child they made up just a moment ago.  

I pray that God enriches your life as you once again peer through eyes of a child, remembering you are as free as your faith in Him.  Amen.
