II Corinthians 9:15

It is a very ordinary thing - a roughly cut and stained piece of wood about 12 inches long and 3 inches tall.  Eight letters are formed from bread dough and glued to the wood and they say simply  -  Thank You.  Written on the back are these words: 

To  Barbara

From  Ada  11/17/79

It is one of my most precious gifts and has hung on the wall of each of the 3 homes I have lived in since 1979.  Ada was a woman who babysat for me and lived in an alley behind my house in a small town in Western Pennsylvania.  She was a delightful woman who exuded gentleness  and love despite her meager existence and home situation.  You see, Ada lived on the edge of poverty.   I was always struck by the way she had lovingly arranged and kept her tiny ramshackle house where she lived with her husband and two daughters.  We came from two diverse backgrounds - culturally, economically and racially, but we had a powerful common bond - we both were mothers of three-year old children.

At the time, I was a member of the Pre-School Board for my church, a school my son Dave attended.  The opportunity arose to provide a scholarship in memory of a previous student and I recommended Ada’s daughter, Nicole.  She was awarded the scholarship and began attending the next week.  Ada invited me for coffee and it was then she presented me with the gift I described above.  What touched my heart was that someone who had nothing had given me something  of immeasurable wealth - a gift from the heart - plain, simple and powerful.  

In the past two months, over 60 pilgrims on Emmaus 43 and 44 have received a similar powerful gift - a gift of agape love given mostly by complete strangers.  As I watched in the wings as these new pilgrims experienced this gift of unconditional love,  I recalled my experience on my Emmaus walk.   As I saw these pilgrims experience what I had, I felt the power of shared love in a way that I can only describe as God’s love.  Just like Ada’s gift to me - it was simple, but oh, so powerful because it was given in love from the heart.  

As the Christmas season draws near,  my prayer for you this month is that as you give and receive gifts from your heart, you are drawn closer to Him.  May you be centered on God’s greatest gift, Jesus Christ,  which is the most powerful and perfect gift of all.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Several days ago, I had the never-ending task of raking leaves.  The front, back, and side yards were covered with cast offs from the trees.  When I looked up into the trees, I could see leaves holding on with all their strength.  I asked myself, “Why can’t the trees drop all of their leaves at one time, so I could rake them once and be done with it?  Or, Why couldn’t the trees pull their leaves inside their branches and hold them there until next spring?”  Now that would make more sense,” I thought.  “Well, at least it’s a nice day, not too hot nor too cold.” I thought as I tried to make the best of a dreadful task.  I carefully outlined the boundaries of the neighbors’ yards as I began my chore.   My arms soon burned as I scratched the ground slinging the leaves in the desired direction.  I swapped hands on the rake handle and continued.

This wasn’t the first time this year I had raked leaves.  Last week, two little boys had knocked at our door and offered us their expert leaf removal service.  Their names were Joey and Moses.  They were both around seven or eight years old.   My wife suggested they return on Saturday morning, and the deal was made.  They arrived on time, carrying one small leaf rake.  We felt badly because they were so little, but we wanted to encourage and reward their entrepreneur venture.  I watched them as they began to work with the little rake.  I finally went to the shed and returned with a larger rake and suggested they could work more efficiently if each one of them had a rake.

I had a few tasks of my own to complete inside the house, so I went about my work.  I frequently looked out the window to make sure the boys were safe.  I noticed their sister came up and started to help them.  I smiled at the sight of the three little children working together.  Soon I was finished with my chores.  I looked outside and all three of them were still working steadily.

I was headed for the shower, when the thought came to mind, “Why don’t I go out and help them?”  

After dressing in sweat pants and an old sweatshirt, I went outside and asked if they would mind if I helped them.  They looked at me, probably wondering if my help would cut into their profit.  They pondered the idea for only a moment.  They nodded and smiled with approval.  I began raking as the three of them diligently stuffed leaves into plastic bags.  A car soon drove up and stopped in front of the house.  One of the children said, “That’s my father!”  Their father got out of the car, walked over and began to help us.  Soon the task was completed, and I paid the boys reminding them to share their earnings with their sister, Jocelyn.

Suddenly, the memory of the two little boys, their sister, and their father working together as a family filled my heart with joy.  The sister and the father didn’t have to help the boys with their job, but their love for each other radiated the brightest when they were working together.  I believe the father provided an example, and the children followed.  In Psalms 128, God inspired these words: Blessed are all who fear the lord, who walks in his ways.  You will eat the fruit of your labor, blessings and prosperity will be yours.  Your wife will be like a fruitful vine within your house; your sons will be like olive shoots around your table.  Thus is the man blessed who fears the Lord.  May the Lord bless you from Zion all the days of your life; may you see the prosperity of Jerusalem, and may you live to see your children’s children.  Peace be upon Israel.

God considers children as our heritage from the Lord, our gift.  We can learn so much from their inquisitive minds and trusting spirits.  We are children of the Lord ourselves, looking up to Him for guidance.  We have the unique opportunity to build character into children’s lives by providing a loving example.  God has already provided an example to us through His Son Jesus.

Here I was complaining about raking leaves, and God blessed me with the miracle of this family and knowing that I, too, am part of His family.  I hadn’t noticed until now all of the beautiful colors of the leaves.  Is God revealing His miracle to you today?

A word from the Community Spiritual Director:
It’s amazing how focused we can be when we want to be! We are told to focus on the Lord and we find ways to increase our attention to the things of God. We are taught that Jesus must be the lens through which we focus all of our seeing: of family, of friends, of church members, of Emmaus Community persons. What we miss in all this focus emphasis is the need to focus also on our personal relationship with Jesus so that we do not become the center of our focus. It is a natural failing of humanity to focus on oneself, to make "Me" the center of the universe. It is so easy to slip into self-pity, self-adoration, self-aggrandizement, self-sufficiency and so many other "self-xxxx’s" when we see ourselves as the center of all existence.

This danger exists in even the most devout Christians. We can get so caught up in "doing" good that we forget God made us human "beings." But God says that we live and move and have our being in Jesus. If pride weren’t such a problem with humanity, God would not have listed it as the most deadly of sins. Putting self ahead of God is one of the easiest traps into which we fall.

ADVANCE \d4In the Emmaus community we have had an encounter with God that is so dynamic and compelling that we can easily slip into the trap of thinking we know the whole truth. We know that Jesus is the truth so when we know Him, we know the whole truth. The problem comes in applying that truth. Jesus applied truth as a humble servant, even stooping to wash the feet of His disciples. We can do no less.

ADVANCE \d4If you find yourself becoming the recognized fount of all knowledge and wisdom in a certain arena, beware! You may be the only one who recognizes you in that exalted position. If you discover that your opinion is needed to save the day and get everyone on track, beware! You may be falling into a trap of your own making. If there is no one who really understands you and all that you are going through, beware! You may have shut yourself off from the very people God has put in your life to help hold you accountable to His standard.

ADVANCE \d4An active, disciplined reunion group can help any of us stay focused, if we are willing to let the Holy Spirit develop within us a broken spirit and a broken and contrite heart. God will love you all the more -- and so will His family.

Directions to Chancellor Christian Church:
