I was so annoyed that I probably shouldn’t have gotten into the car to drive to the post office, but I did.  Fuming the whole way there, I revisited the whole situation.  Financial reports had been mailed to me for the meeting the next day - overnight,  at significant expense, and with the promise from the Post Office that the envelope would be delivered to me by 3:00 that Friday.  Well, Friday came and the only thing in my mail box was a small yellow note.   It stated that the package was too big to fit in my mailbox and that I could pick it up at the Post Office after 8:30 the next morning.  Great, just what I wanted to do - go to the Post Office on a Saturday morning in December!  The long line was out the door by the time I got there, but after what seemed like forever, my turn finally came.  I approached the mail clerk and pushed the yellow note across the counter.  He immediately pushed it back and said curtly that the mail carrier had taken the package back out in his truck and I would have to wait for my mail that day.  But the note says it would be here, I said.  He shrugged and said the mail carrier was going to try again.  If it didn’t fit in the box yesterday, it won’t today either, I growled.  Now I was really angry and I told him that my mail never arrived before 5:00 in the afternoon, even on Saturdays, and that I needed the information for a meeting sooner than that.  Not his problem, he said testily.  He narrowed his eyes and told me it wasn’t his problem, it was my problem for not being at home when the mailman tried to deliver it the first time.  More conversation followed - my being angry and him being rude.  To say that I did not exhibit ANY of the fruits of the spirit at that moment, would be a gross understatement!  

Defeated, I stomped out and once again, drove home not paying attention to my driving, but to my frustration.  My ugly mood still with me,  I decided to try to find my mail carrier myself.  I fully intended to give him a piece of my mind when, and if, I found him.  As I was driving down the road, I got a quick glimpse of his truck in the local apartment complex.  As I got out of my car and walked toward him, I was expecting the same rude behavior I’d received at the Post Office.  I told the carrier that he had my package and I needed it now . . . .  and then it happened as I glanced down at his hands.  Because of September 11th,  he was standing there in the rain, delivering the mail wearing thick rubber gloves.  My anger immediately disappeared and compassion filled that spot in my heart instead.   Not at all like the rude clerk, the mail carrier was pleasant and smiled kindly at me.  He apologized for my inconvenience as he handed me my package.  A very humbled person thanked him and got back in my car.

As I was driving home, I thought of mercy - the gift of giving someone what they need and not what they deserve.  I had let anger and frustration control my heart and actions that day.  I deserved to get back exactly what I had been giving.  Instead, God, in His infinite grace,  had reached down and given me what I needed - compassion for a man who was struggling to do his job in trying circumstances.  I also was shown that when I was frustrated, responding in anger was not the answer.  Compassion and kindness was what God desired for my heart.  

My prayer for you this month is that you become more aware of God’s mercy in your life.  Where in your life has God been gracious and shown you His mercy?  Can you think of a time when God blessed you with unconditional love or kindness through another person when you didn’t deserve it? 

By His mercy, God has given each of us what we need and not what we deserve  - through Jesus on the cross.  What an unfathomable gift!

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

Recently, the Boy Scouts treated the church’s men’s group to their annual scout breakfast. It was a bountiful feast enjoyed both by the men and the scouts with delicious egg dishes, link sausage, home made biscuits, fresh cut fruit, and French toast. Boys and men both ate heartily as conversation was muffled only by the sound of serving spoons scraping food trays.

After the plates were cleared, the Scout Leaders acknowledged the men’s group support of the scout troop. Several of the scouts stood up and shared some of their scouting experiences during the past year. It was awesome to hear young men so excited about their participation in a program that helped others as well as themselves. As I sat there enjoying their testimonies, I couldn’t help but remember one particular scout camp out that I attended many years ago. 

“Look guys, all of you could learn a lot from Dennis about roughing it,” said the Scoutmaster as he pointed to my backpack. What he failed to see was that one of the older guys was carrying my ice chest full of cold sodas and snacks on his shoulder as we hiked downhill.

Mr. Silverman, our Scoutmaster, would load up his old green station wagon with tents, cots, rope, and cooking equipment until it took several of the guys to force the back door closed. Often, he would drive away with the front-end of the wagon way up in the air and the rear bumper igniting sparks on each bump in the road. This supply wagon also doubled as a taxi for boys that became too cold during the night and needed to go home.

This was only my second Boy Scout camp out and like the first, we camped near the falls of the river that served as a border of the neighboring county. It was mid-spring and the woods were thick and green. Wildlife was abundant as critters scampered along the ground and in the trees after their long winter nap. The river was swollen from the earlier spring thaw. 

We quickly chose flat spots for our tents and cleared the area of sticks and stones. Sleeping bags were rolled out and lanterns were hung. When all the work was done, some of the boys began exploring the surrounding area. Soon we heard a scream that stopped us in our tracks. We heard someone exclaim, “Get that thing out of my tent!”  We ran over just in time to see a long, black snake crawl out of his sleeping bag. I turned to my tent-mate and asked, “Did we zip up our tent when we were finished?”  Later, I was told that the snake had a little help in finding that particular sleeping bag.

The older scouts built a “Monkey Bridge” across the river, which consisted of four support ropes stretched from one side to the other and was tied to trees on each side of the river. Small cords were joined to the bottom ropes about a foot apart. The top ropes were joined to the bottom ropes about every six feet or so, but no one ever actually measured them. The object was to cross the makeshift bridge working your feet along the two bottom ropes as you held on to the top ones. It was very unstable, and one had to take it slow and concentrate in order to successfully cross the river without falling in. The older scouts decided that they should make the bridge more of a challenge to cross so they stood on the riverbank and threw stones as each one tried to cross. 

The first scout crossed without a problem, but the second boy was one who the guys liked to make fun of. He was the subject of many jokes, and he often shared how he wished he could fit in. I’m going to call him Larry in this instance, but that wasn’t his name. Larry started to cross and was about one third of the way across, when the stone throwing started. Larry pleaded with his assailants, “Please don’t throw rocks at me, because I can’t swim!” The older boys laughed, shouted, and mocked him as they launched even more missiles. Larry tripped, fell and realizing he couldn’t pull himself back up onto the lower ropes, he let go. “Save me! Save me! I can’t swim,” he begged. We all headed to the shore fearing his fate, as he landed feet first into about a foot of water. The older scouts rolled on the riverbank laughing and mocking Larry. We laughed too as we helped Larry out of the rushing water.

That evening at supper, the Scoutmaster overheard some of the guys mocking Larry. “Help, Help, don’t throw rocks at me, because I can’t swim!” they joked repeatedly. Larry scrubbed the pots and pans saying nothing. The Scoutmaster called everyone together. He said, “I’ve been hearing jokes about one of our fellow scouts that directly contradicts our scout oath. I’m glad most of you have had fun today, but this camp out is for everyone. So, if you want to make jokes about someone, make me the butt of your jokes. I don’t want to hear anyone ridiculing a fellow scout.” We all joined in a circle and recited the Boy Scout oath, following it with the Lord’s Prayer. After a long period of silence, we built a campfire and roasted marshmallows.

As I think back on that weekend, I realize what a powerful example that Scoutmaster was to me. He not only taught me about courage but integrity as well. Mr. Silverman must have learned it from Jesus. In John Chapter 8, the Pharisees brought to Jesus a woman who had been caught in the act of adultery. In Verse 5, It says, “In the law Moses commanded us to stone such a woman.” In Verse 6 through 10, John wrote, “But Jesus bent down and started to write on the ground with His finger. When you who is without sin, let him be the first to throw a stone at her. Again He stooped and wrote on the ground. At this, those who heard began to leave one at a time. Jesus straightened up and asked her, woman, where are they? Has no one condemned you?”

Very little was said about Larry’s fall off the “monkey bridge” after that night, but we all continued to share stories of the good time we had during that weekend camp out. 

As I listened to the scouts sharing at the men’s breakfast, I realized that they too had been taught to follow their scout oath. They were taught not to judge but to build up one another. I pray that all can set an example of forgiveness and compassion as we follow and serve Christ in our daily lives. In His Love,

I have volunteered to be the Community Baker Coordinator which is to say that I will try to make sure there is communion bread at the Emmaus weekends.  I would like to enlist your help.  I understand that baking is not for everyone but I have a recipe' that may stir something in your heart to try.  You can use it in a family activity, with your youth group, with your grouping buddies, with a group of friends...  You can enjoy communion with the Lord and come to know more about Him as you partake in preparation and in participation.

I have made communion bread many times, alone and with someone.  I  can think of two times that stand out in my memory, (1) in making it while my children were young and we would pray and take communion together...  (2) in mentoring a young lady who seemed to have some struggles at home.  We would make the bread together, talk about the bible and what it had to say about her situations and how we should reconcile before taking communion, then take communion together.  It was always so much of a blessing.  She called me the other day asking for a copy of the recipe because she wanted to make some bread with someone she knows, for her church during the holidays. I could see Jesus smile!

**Pastors on upcoming walks, please contact me prior to the weekend that we may be able to supply enough bread for the weekend as what the Lord is calling you to do.

**Community, contact me if you would be willing to serve the Lord in baking bread for the weekend.  It usually requires 3 batches of bread.

Communion Bread Recipe:

To those who are interested in making communion bread rather than using crackers, the recipe is as follows... Pray, thanking God for all He has given us in Jesus... This is unleavened bread made with love for all who would partake just as the Father, God, gave us his only son, Jesus, out of his love for us...

Preheat oven to 400 degrees.

Pray as you prepare bread for those who will be partaking of it... 

Heat 3 sticks of margarine or butter with two cups of milk. Add in one cup of sugar. Mix well. Let it cool to about room temperature. (Pray for those who will be partaking) 

Place 8 cups of flour into large mixing bowl. Add in cooled mixture. Mix well. You should end up with a ball of dough. (You may need to use your hands to knead some like real bread dough) You may need extra flour to prevent sticking. 

Roll out to desired thickness(1/4 - 3/4 in.), shape and cut to desired size and lay it right on the oven rack or on cake cooling racks on a cookie sheet(which I prefer). Pierce the top with a fork.(This piercing is to remind us that Jesus was pierced in his side) 

Bake 10 - 15 minutes or until a tint of browning starts to appear. Remove from oven and immediately flip bread over onto a plate to cool. You will notice lines on the upper side now which is a reminder that Jesus took the stripes on his back for our healing. If you make these loaves in a circle, it reminds us that Jesus’ love is never ending. 

Take communion, the bread and the juice with the second baked loaf and pray, thanking God for Jesus, remembering Jesus for you and for others. Remember Jesus!
