From the Lay Director . . .
“(because those who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God. For you did not receive a spirit that makes you a slave to fear, but you received the Spirit of sonship. And by him we cry “Abba, Father. The Spirit himself testifies with our spirit that we are God’s children.”

Romans 8:14-16
“Aha” moments come to all of us occasionally. They are those moments of profound learning or recognition. Have you ever struggled to solve a problem, only to have its solution come in an ordinary manner – only to say, “aha, I knew that”? Paul describes such a moment in our faith walk, when “we cry, Abba, Father.” When we know that we are a child of God, there is a deep awareness that we have finally come to the truth of our identity. Paul not only describes such a moment but tells us how such a moment comes to be. “All who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God.” That seems simple enough. But why does the Spirit lead one person and not another? Paul does not say that the Spirit pulls or drives us to the knowledge that we are God’s children. To be led requires a willingness to be led.

Paul goes on to say that the awareness comes from “the Spirit(bearing witness with our spirit that we are children of God.” The Spirit does not force a new identity upon us. The process is one of cooperation. It is a result of the Spirit of God joining our spirit in a mutual journey of faith. Such a journey requires more than a casual acquaintance. We must daily invite the Spirit of God into our lives and respond to the Spirit’s guidance.

God has created each of us uniquely yet has provided this path that we can all be one with Him. Let us rejoice in our uniqueness as a gift from God. And let us rejoice in our sameness that we are willing to be led by God.

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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
One of my jobs at dad’s service station was repairing lawn mowers.  A customer would unload the mower from the trunk of their car and roll it across the driveway until they reached the service bay.  They would stop and explain, “I need to cut my grass or I’m going to have to buy a goat at the stock yard auction today.  Can you fix it?”  I said, “Sure”, and would stop what I was doing to take a closer look at their machine.  Usually the same problems kept the mower from running.  There would be a bad spark plug, a bad carburetor gasket, or a sheered pin that held the flywheel in place.  If I had the part in stock, the repair would only take a few minutes.  The customer would usually be grateful that the repair had been made quickly and would often request mower maintenance like an oil change or blade sharpening.

Sometimes, I would need a bolt or a screw that we didn’t stock and would have to walk several blocks to the hardware store.  As I pushed open the heavy wooden door, a bell would ring.  The bell would thrash around for a moment until I reached up and steadied it to keep the bell from closing in the door.  The hardwood flooring creaked under my shoes as I traveled down the aisle to the sales counter.  I passed a display of twine, only stopping long enough to ogle a new fishing rod and reel on display.  The sales counter was also wooden, and the cash register sat solidly on top.  Pricing information was held under a sheet of thick glass, and receipt pads were stacked neatly by the register.   Notices were tacked on the front of the counter reminding everyone about fishing and hunting licenses.  Mr. Anderson would amble out from the back room asking, “May I help you, Dennis?”  I showed him the broken bolt and asked how to keep the nut from backing off.  He gave me his standard reply, “Put a little horseradish on it!”  I would laugh, and he would then offer a serious solution to my inquiry.

Working at the service station was hard on my shoes.  The oil, dirt, and other chemicals seemed to quickly wear down the soles.  It would mean a trip to the cobbler was in order.  Pushing the door of the cobbler’s shop open, I could smell shoe polish.  It didn’t smell bad; it just had a distinct odor.  On the left, shelves of repaired shoes lined the wall with a stand of old move theater seats lined neatly in front. Customers could sit while their shoes were repaired as they waited.  I loved watching the cobbler work as he tacked the soles and polished the shoes.  He always took time to talk with me, asking about my family.  I would pay him for his work (usually 25 to 75 cents), and Mr. Reynolds would always warn me as I left his store.  “Don’t take any wooden nickels, Dennis.”  I would reply, “OK, I won’t!”

On the other end of the block from my dad’s service station, was the barbershop.  The shop front was painted white, and a red and white barber’s pole was fastened to the side of the building.  Inside the shop there were three barber’s chairs lined in a row.  Mirrors lined both the left and right walls of the shop.  Each chair had a leather strap attached to its arm so the barber could keep his straight razor clean and sharp while he gave his customer a smooth shave.  Hair was always splayed on the floor, and a larger pile had been swept into the corner with a broom left leaning in front.  There were three friendly barbers, but I enjoyed talking with the man in the last chair.  He was an older man, much older than the other two.  His hand wasn’t as steady and he was not as fast as the younger barbers.  If you stayed long enough in his chair, he would share stories of World War II, often lapsing into broken German as he finished his story.  I would laugh, not knowing what he was saying.  He never seemed to mind, always smiling as I laughed.  As he got older, Ernest Mueller was no longer able to cut hair or drive his car.  Living in a rural area, someone would often give him a ride into town.  Later in the day he would depend on someone to drive him home.  I often made that offer.  Mr. Mueller was still anxious to share his war stories, continuing to always end them in German.  I still laughed, and he still smiled.  He would often advise me, “Don’t worry what others may think, Dennis, and follow your heart.”  I always nodded my head as if I understood, but he never expanded on his advice.

Three very different men, offering very peculiar words to me.  They were words I didn’t understand in my youth, but now often draw on as an adult.  Sometimes it takes a lifetime to make sense of words of wisdom.

The Disciples found it hard to understand the words of Jesus as He was sent them out into the world, “Do not go among the Gentiles or enter any town of the Samaritans.  Go rather to the lost sheep of Israel.  As you go, preach this message: The kingdom of heaven is near.  Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have leprosy, drive out demons.  Freely you have received, freely give.  Do not take any gold or silver or copper in your belts; take no bag for the journey, or extra tunic, or sandals or a staff; for the worker is worth his keep.  Whatever town or village you enter, search for some worthy person there and stay at his house until you leave.  As you enter the home, give it your greeting.  If the home is deserving, let your peace rest on it; if it is not, let your peace return to it.  If anyone will not welcome you or listen to your words, shake the dust off your feet when you leave that home or town.  I tell you the truth; it will be more bearable for Sodom and Gomorrah on the Day of Judgment than for that town.  I am sending you out like sheep among wolves.  Therefore be as shrewd as snakes and as innocent as doves.”  Matthew 10: 5-16.

Mr. Mueller warned me about the ways of the world, and Mr. Reynolds warned me about chasing after worldly goods.  What was Mr. Anderson suggesting when he said, “Put a little horseradish sauce on it?”  I believe Mr. Anderson was telling me to smile, laugh, and to spread the good news no matter how silly I felt or how foreign it sounds.  To take it one step further, I should speak with passion and put my whole heart into whatever I do and always know God is with me.  It might seem like a lifetime riddle, but would I have believed the words of a small town storekeeper, cobbler, and barber if they had spoken differently?  

Are you sharing the Good News of Jesus Christ with someone?  Who is sharing Him with you?
