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From the Lay Director . . .
As we recently remembered the events of 09/11/01 on the one-year anniversary of that awful day, reflection revealed to me that throughout that fateful time and even during the services this year, I felt somewhat detached from the whole experience. It was like I was eavesdropping or overhearing the events through the conversations, emotions, and pictures of others. Do we occasionally have that same relationship with the Gospel?

As readers of the Gospel, we are the eavesdroppers, the overhearers of the truth. We are able to witness Jesus’ person and humanity in a way that neither the crowds nor the disciples are able to in his very presence. As much as we identify with the twelve, and in spite of the fact that we sometimes feel like one of the crowd, we are neither and yet both. We are neither because we have the inside story and two thousand years of Christianity to inform us. We are both because we are self-seeking like the crowds and self-serving like the disciples. As overhearers of the word, our burden is great. The words we speak must reflect the truth as we have come to understand it.

We are also witnesses to our own personal experiences of salvation. These experiences bring life to the scriptures and nurture bonding within the Christian Community. As we witness to our faith – or fail to witness- there are always overhearers and unknown eavesdroppers. In our life day by day, what is being overheard about our faith?

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From the Spiritual Director . . .
“United We Stand” may be the most familiar bumper sticker slogan of the day.  It speaks to our unity as citizens of the greatest country on earth. But whenever I see this slogan, my thoughts are drawn to the refrain of the hymn: “We are the Church.”

I am the church! You are the church! We are the church together! All who follow Jesus, all around the world, yes, we’re the church together.

This is more than a cute little ditty. It is an affirmation that we are one in Christ! It speaks to the presence of the Holy Spirit at work within us, uniting us!

Bound together by peace, in the power of the Holy Spirit we are more than a mob of individuals. We are a new creation, able to sustain, endure, and thrive through far more ordeals than mere individuals ever could.  

We suffered through a severe ice storm in South Side Virginia during the winter of 1998. Ice was so heavy on limbs and branches that trees bent over. Some completely broke, while others split and later died. Yet others were damaged so badly they will never stand straight again.

A member of the congregation, where I served at the time, shared an observation.  He had scattered trees along his drive going to his house. A short distance off the drive was a cluster of trees. Every tree that stood alone was severely damaged. Many were destroyed. But the trees that were clustered survived, with very little damage. They leaned on each other, supported each other, and held each other up.

Most of us would agree this concept of leaning on each other pertains to our local congregations. People gather to form congregations. Everyone who actively participates in a congregation counts on the rest of the congregation for support.

I believe that is how the whole Church works also. Our local congregations are stronger, healthier, when we work together in Christian unity.  Just as each individual Christian needs a congregation, individual congregations need each other.

Christian unity is essential for the world. Diversity of ideas from around the globe, rapid dissemination of information, and an ever-changing world situation makes it imperative that Christians pull together in proclaiming good news of Jesus Christ!

Placing all our energies into a local congregation is good, but if that is all Christians do we run the risk of turning Christianity into a confederation of cell groups, rather than a kingdom of priests.

We are invited by Jesus to participate with God as new creatures in a new creation. United we stand – in the unity of the Holy Spirit we move and grow.

After some undefined measure of time, I left the man-made comfort and headed back to the water. I walked toward the sea until I felt the warm salty water cover my feet. I then reversed my path walking slowly. 
My personal world came into focus as I pondered the events of the summer. I was grateful for the time I had with the grandchildren in Texas, refreshing days at the pool, sleeping late, and lunch with friends. I was concerned about not having a job and what the future would bring. 

I found myself praying to God. I said, "Lord, sometimes I feel so alone in this world. I want to do the right thing but I don’t know what that is. What is your will for me?" After that prayer I felt this message come into my heart: "Dennis, I am always with you. The times that you feel alone are the times when you leave the path I have made for you.
