The cows are in the water that day, so I walk across the dam to the other side where the water is clear.  I steer clear of the rock with the tall bush growing beside it.  One day while fishing, I looked over and a large snake was slithering out of the water and wrapping himself around that bush.  I dropped my fishing rod on the rock and ran.  I thought to myself, "That snake can have the rock.  I don't need a fishing buddy."  An old man once told me that he was afraid of only two kinds of snakes ‑ dead ones and live ones.  I feel the same way.  I left that day without my fishing rod and waited several days before I retrieved it.

One of my favorite lures was a small plastic red worm with two little hooks.  I could catch both Bass and Bream (Bluegill) with it.  I couldn't cast the lure very far, but it was far enough to do the job.  If I reeled slowly, I would catch Bream; but if I reeled quickly, I would catch a Bass.  I was never disappointed.  After a summer rain shower one evening, I caught a four‑pound Bass.  I got so excited, I broke the tip off of my fishing rod trying to reel him in.  The fish flopped around in the mud on the pond's edge as I jumped in to grab him with both hands.  Later that night, I drove around town, proudly showing my "catch" to anyone who would look at him.

    
Most of the time I would only catch small Bream.  I believed these little rascals would bite my line again and again if I would toss them back into the pond.  I began to carry a bucket to put them in to keep them alive until I was ready to leave the pond.  I would stay until there was barely enough light for me to wind my way back to the car at the top of the hill.  One night as I was fishing on the dam, I felt someone or something watching me.  I looked up the hill, across the pasture, and even down at my feet.  As I tossed my line out again, I felt eyes on me.  I turned around; and there (not more than 25 feet away) stood a beautiful, lean, red fox.  As our eyes locked, I felt fear rise in me.  I saw him inching closer, but I was frozen to the spot.  I heard stories of people recently being attacked and bitten by a rabid fox.  If I ran like I did from the snake, would the fox chase me?  I slowly reached down into the bucket, grabbed a fish and tossed it his way.  He quickly walked over to it, sniffed it, and began to eat.  I threw him several more, and he enjoyed each one.  As quickly as my fear had come, it was gone.  It soon was time for me to leave.  I gathered my gear, poured the contents of my fish bucket into the pond, and started up the hill.  As I looked over my shoulder, the fox was heading off in the other direction.  He turned as I did, exchanged glances, and we parted as friends...two of God's creatures living in harmony.

God is so awesome!  David in Psalm 65 wrote about God and how He blesses us abundantly and removes our fears.  "You answer us with awesome deeds of righteousness, O God our Savior, the hope of all the ends of the earth and of the farthest seas, who formed the mountains by Your power, having armed Yourself with strength, who stilled the roaring of the seas, the roaring of the waves, and the turmoil of the nations.  Those far away fear Your wonders; where morning dawns and evening fades, You call forth songs of joy."

God, the Father, takes care of my every need and then gives me more.  He turned fear into a blessing.  I pray that you take any barrier or fear that you may have, and give it to God.
